Acceptance Form for Compliance with School Rules (For Parents and Students)

As per CBSE norms, 85% attendance is mandatory.

Parents are specially requested to personally obtain information regarding their ward’s monthly examination results and attendance at
the end of each month.

Itis compulsory for students to appear in monthly examinations. If a student does not appear in the monthly examination, he/she will not
be allowed to appear in the annual examination and will be considered failed in the monthly examination.

To be eligible to appear in the Board Examination, a student must pass three monthly examinations and the Pre-Board Examination;
otherwise, the student may be debarred from the Board Examination.

If a student is unable to attend school due to any reason, only a written application given by the parent/guardian will be considered valid.
In case of illness, submission of a medical certificate from a hospital/doctor is mandatory.

Bringing mobile phones or any electronic devices inside the school premises is strictly prohibited and will be treated as an act of
indiscipline.

If any kind of indiscipline is found, the school shall have full authority to suspend or expel the student for a partial or full period, and/or
impose amonetary fine, which shall be payable.

Presence in school on time and in the prescribed uniformis mandatory.

As per traffic police rules, the school strictly prohibits students from coming to school by riding their own bike or scooter. If a student
violates this rule, the parent/guardian will be fully responsible.

10. If parents have any suggestions or complaints related to the academic development of their ward, they may contact the Principal or the
